The tenderer should undertake full responsibility for Operation and Maintenance of the works as mentioned in Scope work for a period of 2 (two) years.

Intermediate Pump station’s include all that are  required for safe, trouble-free and uninterrupted operation as per sound industry practices, for a period of 2 (two) years. The tenderer  shall  be  responsible  for  arranging  all  resources  including  competent manpower as per requirements of Labour Act, its bye-laws &  other legislations  in  force;  employee  insurance  &  benefits  and  all  resources / facilities for continuous twenty four hour operations on shift basis; public liability
insurance, routine & scheduled maintenance including running repairs. UCIL will provide necessary spares and consumables as per the requirement and account for the same has to be maintained by the party. The Tenderer on placing LOI, has to submit annual preventive maintenance schedule for approval by UCIL. The tenderer shall be responsible for up-keeping the equipment and area in their scope of Operation.  
Scope of personnel supply -

a)
The Party shall provide competent personnel with requisite qualifications on round   the   clock basis.  UCIL shall have the right to decide for engagement of these personnel on the basis of verification of relevant documents of competency prior to engagement of any personnel.

b)
An  overall  In  Charge  shall  have  to  be  deputed  to  head  the  O  &  M personnel  and  shall carry out all the jobs in consultation with UCIL’s representative. He shall report to the office of the UCIL’S representative daily and also as & when called for receiving instruction / resolving any issue on contractual obligation.  
c)
The party is at liberty to replace their personnel during day off / leave with suitable competent personnel.  But prior approval from UCIL is necessary for replacing of the personnel.

d)
The Party shall ensure that all the personnel shall have a full medical examination in accordance with accepted medical standard of UCIL prior to engagement  and  the  medical  report  from  a  qualified  doctor  must  be submitted to UCIL.

e)
UCIL withholds the right to disqualify any personnel in case of indiscipline, unfit due to medical reason, incompetence, alcoholism etc.

Scope of operational and maintenance jobs:
The Party shall carry out the following operations:

Transportation of their men and materials to the respective installations is Party’s responsibility. The Party must have sufficient transportation facilities for transfer of crew, materials etc. to the work locations.

b)
Operation of all Intake well pumps, Hill top reservoir & Intermediate Pumping Stations round the clock and record all operating parameters in respect of equipment in the Log Sheets which will be provided by UCIL. 

c)
Day to day routine maintenance - The Supplier shall carry out day to day routine maintenance and it will be part of O&M. Duration of routine maintenance shall be planned and fixed mutually.

d)
Scheduled maintenance - The Supplier shall design and carryout well planned preventive maintenance and it is expected that there will not be any breakdown during the O&M period. The required spares list for the schedule maintenance has to be submitted to UCIL well in advance prior to taking up maintenance job for arranging the spares  by UCIL. 

e)
Breakdown maintenance - In case of any breakdown the  tenderer  shall  carryout  breakdown  maintenance  at  the  earliest possible time. Emergency spares required for break down maintenance has to be submitted and should be kept in the custody of party on placing LOI. The necessary records has to be maintained by the Party and to be submitted to UCIL once in a month or as when asked for.

The contractor shall adhere to the Safe Operating Procedure furnished to the contractor for running of the units.

UCIL reserves right to cancel the LOI on non-compliance of the jobs listed/poor performance of the contractor.

k)
ASSOCIATION OF COMPANY’S PERSONNEL:
i. UCIL may depute one or more than one representative (s) / engineer (s) to act
on
its behalf for overall co-ordination and operational management at location. UCIL’s representative will be vested with the authority to order any changes in the scope of work to the extent so authorized and notified by the Company in writing. He shall liaise with the Contractor and monitor progress to ensure timely completion of the jobs. He shall also have the authority to oversee the execution of jobs by the Contractor and to ensure compliance of provisions of the contract.

ii. UCIL’s representatives shall have free access to all the equipment of the Contractor during operations as well as idle time for the purpose of observing / inspecting the operations performed by the Contractor in order to judge whether, in Company’s opinion, the Contractor is complying with the provisions of the contract.

To Maintain cleanliness and up-keepment of the installations.

All the consumables shall be provided by the UCIL for operation & maintenance and records should be maintained by the party.

n)
Operating time and Unit maintenance time- It is envisaged that the plant will operate for 330 days in a year on 24 hours per day basis. There may be planned stoppage of the pump for periodic inspection, maintenance or any other scheduled jobs. Duration of such interruption shall be worked out mutually at the time of actual execution of the job based on technical justifications.

o)
Security    –       UCIL shall hand over the installations to the party. Security of personnel working/equipments/ installation/Spares and consumables in the respective installations shall be the Party’s responsibility. Party shall arrange for adequate security for ensuring safety of the installations. No separate security personnel will be deployed by UCIL.

Spare management: Provision of managing Spares for Intake as well as Intermediate Pump Station is the Party’s responsibility. The  Party  shall  be  solely  responsible  throughout  the  period  of  the  O&M Contract for providing all requirements of their personnel. including but not limited to their insurance, housing, medical  services, messing, transportation, vacation, salaries, all amenities, termination payment and taxes, if any, payable at no charge to UCIL.

7.0
Manpower used for operation and maintenance of the plant shall have sound health, adequate qualification and experience as well as competency. In absence of a stipulated provision, sound industry practices shall guide the operation and maintenance work.

8.0
The Supplier shall arrange for tools and tackles required for executing O&M contract.

9.0   The O & M contractor will be responsible for providing Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE) to all its employees as required under AERB rules.

10.0 TRANSPORTATION SERVICES
Transportation of Party’s personnel & their material to the site shall be the responsibility of the Party. Spares and consumables required for maintenance will be issued by UCIL at their stores in the Process Plant. Transport, accountability, security, manpower, etc.. will be in the scope of the contractor. 

11.0   HEALTH, SAFETY & ENVIRONMENT (HS&E) POLICY:
The Party must have an own well defined HS&E policy to realize the highest achievable
safety standards of work safety & health and protecting the environment.  The  policy  shall  be  adaptable  to  complying  all  local,  state and industry regulations & standards relating to Health, Safety and Environment.

The party shall make a comprehensive HSE policy to be known as Bridging Document to accommodate all the safety requirements of UCIL and the party in consultation with UCIL for operation & Maintenance

i)
Safety: The Party shall observe such safety regulations in accordance with acceptable AERB guidelines. The Party shall take all measures reasonably necessary to provide safe working conditions and shall exercise due care and caution in preventing fire, explosion etc. Party shall conduct such safety drills, Tool box meetings, etc. as may be required by company at prescribed intervals.

ii)
The Party shall maintain all necessary fire fighting and safety equipment as per laid down practice as specified under AERB rules.

iii) Fire protection at installations shall be the responsibility of the Party. Necessary action shall be taken and prior arrangements to be made for providing competent persons trained in the field of fire fighting at the site.

iv) Documentation: Record keeping of all safety practices should be conducted as per international/Indian applicable laws, act, regulations etc, and these records should be made available for inspection at any point of time. The H.S.E (Health Safety and Environment) policy  as  well  as  emergency  procedure  manual  should  be  kept  at  site. Compliance of these shall be the sole responsibility of the Party.

v) First Aid Kit: An adequate and approved first aid kit shall be provided at work site with all medicines as recommended by John Ambulance.

vi]     Materials and Facilities provided by UCIL.

1. All Lubricants, Gland packing material and consumables will be supplied by UCIL free of cost and record should be maintained by the Tenderer.
2. Office space/ Rest room may be provided both at Intake well and Intermediate Pumping Station free of charge depending on availability.
vii)  Atleast one person on duty shall have fire fighting competency certificate, First Aid competency certificate from St.John Ambulance. He shall be trained and certified to carry out emergency first aid, administering, anti venom emergency procedures etc.

viii)  The installations shall be open for inspection by representatives of UCIL,   statutory and regulatory authorities at all times. Fulfilling all the requirements as pointed out during any such inspection shall be responsibility and in the scope of contractor.

ix) A consolidated monthly report shall be generated and submitted to UCIL by the 3rd of every month. In the of event of 3rd being a Sunday / holiday, the same to be submitted on the next working day. Formats for such reports will be provided by UCIL and may be revised from time to time.

x) Salary and wages for the persons employed by the contractor shall be strictly as per the wages notified by Govt. Revision as when made shall be adopted at the earliest. Arrears if any are to be paid within the stipulated time period. All persons shall be governed by the labour Act and shall be entitled for all benefits as per law. Records of salaries and wages paid shall be maintained and will be subjected for inspection of Labour Enforcement officials of Govt. and administration of UCIL.   

xi)  Award of contract or engaging a person by the contractor doesn’t entitle any facilities subsidies etc. by UCIL. nor absorption by UCIL. All facilities are to be provided by contractor as per law or as deemed fit for smooth execution of the job.

GENERAL INFORMATION & GUIDANCE FOR THE CONTRACTORS

The information given below is only for the tenderer’s general guidance and shall not relieve him of the responsibility for full, detailed, first hand information of his own before tendering.

1. The tenderer are required to see the physical location of UCIL Intake well at Chitravathi River and Intermediate Pumping Station at Komanutala village.  

2. Rates

 The tenderers are required to quote the rates against all items of the schedule of quantities in words and figures clearly. The copies of this shall necessarily be xerox/carbon copies of the original. Failure in this respect will make the tender incomplete and liable for rejection.

3. If any clarification regarding specifications, conditions of contract or schedule of quantities etc., is required, the same can be obtained by the tenderer from Dy. General Manager (Mech.), Uranium Corporation of India Ltd., Tummalapalle Project.
4. In the event of the tender being submitted by a firm(partnership), it must be signed separately by each member there of, or in the event of the absence of any partner, it must be signed on his behalf by a person holding the power of attorney authorizing him to do so. Such power of attorney should be produced with the tender and it must disclose that the firm is duly registered under the Indian Partnership Act.
5. Security deposit: The amount of security deposit (including the amount of EMD) shall be 10% of the value of work. Upon acceptance of the tender, the successful tenderer shall deposit with the Corporation initial security deposit equivalent to 5% of the value of the work.
In addition to the above, further amount to the extent of 5% of the value of the work shall be deducted from the monthly running bills by way of percentage deduction. Such percentage deductions shall be at the rate of 10% of the monthly running bill till the full amount of security deposit is realized (retained by the Corporation).
6. If a tenderer fails to deposit the security deposit after acceptance of his tender, the sum deposited by him as earnest money will be forfeited.
7. Each page of the tender document is required to be signed by the person or persons submitting the tender in his/their handwriting in token of having acquainted himself/themselves with all the conditions of the tender. 22. Contractor or his employees will be provided UCIL gate pass on fulfilling and submitting necessary documents as required prior to deployment by contractor. The Gate pass issued has to be renewed as stipulated from time to time. No person without valid Gate pass will be allowed to be deployed by contractor. Persons on duty must carry the gate pass at all times.

CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
1. The requirement is for “Operation and Maintenance of Intake well and Intermediate Pumping Station including Security round the clock”. Kindly study the scope of work.
2. The contract will be for a period of Twenty Four (24) months, to be extended further by one year, if necessary and found acceptable by both the parties.

UCIL has the right to terminate the contract, in between, after giving one month’s notice without assigning any reason.
